The 18 songs present a portrait
of an artist who continues to
produce fresh mew sounds but
relies on her own personal
steadiast qualities for support.

“We can’t return we can
only look behind from where
we came’” comes from Circle
Game and from her heart, but
fans can look back on her
music and feel good about it,
knowing there will be more.
