Jont Mitchell's second album,
Clowds,  (Heprise RS6341) =
much in the style of her first
album, Song o oo Seagzoll, Most
ol the songs are new, never hav-
ing been recorded by any other
artisl. The exceplions are the hest
known of her songs, “Both
sSkies, Now,” which has hesn
dlone by =everal artists. and “Tin
Angel”™ which ['ve heard hefore
somewhere, probably by Judy
Collins,

Joni Mitchell's songs first be-
came known when sung by other
artists—mostly  Judy  Collins.
“lHoth Sidex, Now" became so
well known through others that
=she didn't want to put it on her
first. album. In a way, Joni
Mitchell's talents suffer because
of this—she haz a rich voices,
hut she can’t match Judy Col-
lins—few can.

Her prealesi sirength as an
artist iz the =ongs she writes.
“Hoth Sides, Now,"” is one of the
very best songs of s type. Her
songs are generally wivid  and

eolorful,

There is a tendency for parts
of the melody of some songg to
hi very similar to melodies for
omher of her gongs—but this iz
nowhere near as strong a ten-
dency as it iz in Jeonard Co
hen’s songs. The comparizon
with Cohen s the best possible
—hoth write generally soft songs
with wery vivid and beautiful
word-linages. Cohen's poetry is
stronger, but Joni Mitchell’'s mu-
ale is much stronger and much
more innovative than his. She
uses instrumentation in “Chel-
sed AMorning,” and sings unac-
cosmpanied in “The Fiddle and
the Drum.”

I general, if vou liked her
first. album you'll like her sec-
omd.  The quality and type of
songs on Both albums are very
similar.  This album is hetter
recorded than the fivst—which
had @ very uneven level through-
out,  And, thank wyou Reprize,
